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ADMISSIONS POLICY – SIXTH FORM
Bexley Grammar School welcomes applications for entry into the Sixth Form from both Year 11 students at Bexley Grammar School and those currently attending other schools.

A. Basic Information

Our aims
· To promote academic excellence

· To develop the personal and academic abilities of all our students

· To ensure that every student successfully participates in all aspects of the school’s life (sporting, music, drama, art, languages and the environment)

· To develop the leadership potential of all students through the setting of high standards of behaviour, appearance, achievement and endeavour.

B. Application Process 

· Applicants are asked to complete an application form which will be available at the Information Evening normally held in November in each year.  Application forms may also be obtained from the school website or by writing, phoning or emailing the school.

· The application forms must be returned to the school by the due date, normally early December.

· References and predicted grades for all applicants are then sought. The school endeavours to run all courses offered but it reserves the right to withdraw a course that is not viable due to an insufficient number of applicants choosing it. 

· In the case that a course becomes full but that other courses are available and that we have not reached the total admissions number of 250, we shall offer the candidate an alternative choice.  

· Confirmation of places on a course is organised as follows:

· Internal candidates have their place in the Sixth Form confirmed when they receive their GCSE results.

· External candidates should confirm in person their GCSE results and acceptance of a place following notification of results by the last Wednesday in August.
C. Requirements for entry to Year 12

All students entering the Sixth Form commit to a two-year programme: the International Baccalaureate or 4 A levels with an enrichment course.

Entry requirements are:

· a minimum of 7 B grades and 1 C grade in full GCSEs, with B grades in the subjects, or related subjects, which the student intends to study; 
or 

· a minimum average GCSE point score of 45 in their best 8 full GCSEs including English and Mathematics with B grades in the subjects, or related subjects, which the student intends to study. (Point score is based on the current point system of; A* = 58, A=52, B=46, C=40, D=34 and E=28.)

The school determines which B grades are required when a subject requested has not been taken at GCSE (eg. Economics, Business Studies, Theatre Studies, etc).
D. Admission number for Year 12

The total number of places available in Year 12 is 250 students.  The minimum number of external places available is 26. 

E. Entry into Year 13 

To continue into Year 13 students must achieve at least a level 3 in each IB subject or a UCAS score of at least two D grades and two E grades at AS level. A Level students will be expected to complete four subjects at A2 together with a Curriculum Enrichment qualification.
No new admissions will be accepted in Year 13.
F. Over-Subscription Criteria

Conditional offers are based on predicted grades and admission is based on actual GCSE grades attained.  If the Sixth Form has more applicants than places available (250 places), places are allocated according to the over-subscription criteria in the order set out below:
1. Internal candidates;
2. External candidates in descending rank order of their predicted average GCSE points score across their best eight subjects (including English and Mathematics) provided by their current school;

Where two or more candidates have identical scores in 2 above:

3. proximity to the school measured by the shortest walking route by public highway and lighted footpath.
Offers are inevitably made to more students than actually accept and because of demand we must make a careful judgement as to whom to offer places.  Nevertheless, some courses may become over-subscribed even though the overall admissions number has not been reached.

In the case where a course becomes full but where other courses are available, and where the admissions number of 250 has not been reached, we shall offer the candidate an alternative course.  

G. Appeals

If an application is refused there is a statutory right of appeal to the Independent School Appeal Panel.  Any applicant refused a place will be notified in writing and given further details of the appeal procedure.
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
