The second delivery went to a foodbank in Orpington, which has been set up near St Mary Cray and supports local people on low incomes to ensure they can feed their families. The centre also provides crisis support, and works with local doctors and health & social workers to ensure those with genuine need are supported. 


Both charities have said how grateful they are for our support, and have offered to write to us in the coming weeks, saying how our donations are being used.
